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BOOK REVIEW

Eric Jan Sluijter, Rembrandt and the femal e nude.
Amsterdam Univerdty Press, 2006, 448 pages
ISBN 9789053568378, paperback, $75.

Amsterdam Univerdty Press seems Qhever to say
noOto publishing agood book on Rembrandt. In
the current publishing climate, thisis
commendable; AUP is now leading in university
press publishing in Dutch studies This essay
reviews two beauiful books from the Rembrandt
year that are major additionsto the field. Thetwo
topics here are the naked ard the clothed, as it
wereN the female body observed and male and
female bodiesdressed up. Since we all have bodies
and we all wear clothes, we might be naturally

curious about considering these two books together.

Both authors indicate how the prevailing ideal
clothed silhouette informedthe represented nude, a
concept and practice articulated by Anne Hollander
in anow-classic study (Sesing Through Clothes
New Y ork 1975). RembrandtOsisual proportions of
narrow shoulders, wide hips and pronounced belly
fit theideal of mid-seventeenth-century
Amsterdam. Sluijter and De Winkel place
Rembrandt more firmly within contexts that relate
to his artistic and cultural milieu, evenas they
demonstrate his deviations from the norm.

Sluijter examines Rembrandt@ female nudes in
acomprehersive way, organzed both
chronologically and thematically. Rembrandt®
nudesmost often have idertitiesasmythological or
biblical characters, but they also appear asmodels
in the studio. Consistertly, Rembrandt depcted
them to elicit aregponse from the viewer. In this,
he is well within the rhetorical rulesof artthen
observed by most Baroque painters. Rembrandt is
also well within the rhetoric of imitation and
competition when he measured and conceived his
invertions against those by the foremost artists of
the Italian and Netherandish Renaissance and
Baroque, including Titian, Raphael, Goltzius,
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Carracc and Rubens. Western artists since Greek
artiquity were judged according to their nudes and
Rembrandt was no exception.

In 1681, AndriesPds direded scathing
criticism toward RembrandtOswdes and called the
artist the Girst heretic in artOfor his
Qvasherwomen with garter marks.OMost likely,
Pels hadin mind one early etching of a nude
womansitting on a mound. This print circulated
widely, and was copied asa sign of popularity and
respect by Hollar in 1635; the woman has a sagging
belly, hefty hips and thighs, and garter marks, and
sheis an exaggeration of the prevailing ideal of
narrow shoulders, wide hips, and obvious belly.
However, many of RembrandtOswdesare trimmer
and firmer than this particular one, evenif they do
not have the classically acceptable proportions of a
Raphael, which by 1681 would have beenin PelsO
mind asa praiseworthy ided. Sluijter exploreshow
fidelity to the natural body cariesmeaning that is
both aeghetic and moral. Rembrandt was not the
only Dutch artist to deviate from the smooth skin
and regular proportions of the Italians; ealy in the
seventeerth century, Werner vanden Valckert and
otherscultivated a type of nude that was more
voluptuous and naturalistic thanthe Italian model.

Sluijter emphasizes how Rembrandt seleced
his themes structured his compositions, and
applied paint to elicit the viewerOsegonsive
empathy. As mythological and biblical characters,
his nudes express a wide emational range,
intensifiedin comparison to those of other artists.
Thisis egecially apparert in the two large
carnvases Danae (St. Petersburg, Hermitage; 1636;
bady damaged 1985) and Bathsheba (Paris,
Louvre; 1654). Both involve lengthy narratives
that Rembrandt distilledinto contemplative
moments. Danae marvels at the presence of Zeus
changed into light, and reaches out to touch it;
Bathsheba ponders the implications of the letter she
hasjust read. In both, the moments represented
indicate a pivotal incident for the protagonists,
whose lives will be radcally trarsformed. The
viewerOgosition asvoyeur is conflicted not only
does the viewer feag his eyeson avoluptuous
nude, but he also would have in mind moralistic
warnings against temptation. As Jacob Cats stated,
Ohe better the painter and the more lifelike his
picture, the greater the eff ect on the viewerQ
(Sluijter, page 242). In the Bathsheba, the viewer
plays therole of David, who lusts after the bathing
woman, summons her to him for an adulterous
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affair, covers up the affair by causing her husband
to be killedin battle, and evertually marriesher.
Consequertly, the viewer takeson an active rolein
the narrative. This technique of involving the
viewer is highly unusual. Although Rembrandt, and
other artists, often crafted paintings with a highly
developedillusionismN for examples of acurtain
or ledge projecting forwardN to fool the viewer, the
explicit involvemert of the viewer in the narrative
is rare. RembrandtOsudesare emphatically tactile,
asif both to endow the canvaswith theillusion of
flesh and to tempt the beholder, physicdly and
morally.

De Winkel exploresthe range of meanings
invegedin clothing the body, whetherin currert
fashion or archaic robes Clothes and accessories
denote profession, wealth, family ties intereds,
agirations, and status. By invegigating Dutch
seventeernth century invertoriesfor clothing and
accessories, De Winkel hasbrought into discussion
the terminology of fashion, and egablished who
wore what, and why. RembrandtOgwo portraits of
Jan Six, anetching of 1647 and a painting of 1654,
have long been considered among the artist& most
brilliant depctions in these media. The etching
presns amanof leaming in hislibrary, and the
painting, a manwith a cloak over his shoulder.
Hanging on the wall in the etching are a wide-
brimmed hat, sheathedknife, and game bag.
Relating these itemsto the grey riding coat and
scaret cloak that Six wears in the later painting, De
Winkel demonstrateshow both these portraits
refl ect SixOsgntereds: he pursued scholarship,
wrote on moral behavior in his book Zede-wetten
(1651), and practicedthe privileged country
activities of riding and hunting. In his studied
casual posturesin both etching and painting, Six
presens himself as the ideal gentlemanand
courtier, as articulated by Baldassare Cagiglione,
whose book Il Cortigiano was translated into Dutch
by Lambert vandenBosin 1662 and dedicated to
Jan Six. Viewers of RembrandtOgainting have
wonderedif Six were putting on or taking off his
glove. They need not be puzzled any more. De
Winkel explains that Six is pulling on aglove with
a broad gauntlet edged with fringe, in preparation
for riding his horse on his edate.

Rembrandt frequertly portrayed himself and
historical charactersin elaborate clothing, often of
anout-dated style. Since old gamerts rarely
survived, asmaterial was fragle and decayed
quickly, Rembrandt probahbly relied upon prints and

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hisimagnation to clothe some of his charaders, as
in his several portraits of Saskia and many
historical characters He also relied upon textual
de<cription, asin his painting of Juno (Los
Angeles Hammer Museum, 1660-65), which
closely corregponds to Van ManderOslescription of
the goddess (De Winkel, 207).

The portions of Amsterdam invertories
concerning clothing of two wealthy women and 21
artists are includedin the appendices. Of particular
intered to those interegedin material culture, these
invertoriesare intriguing and offer significart
variety. The rich women, Oopjen Coppit and Aeltje
Schouten, were both portrayed by Rembrandt, with
their spouses(in 1635 and 1641, respedively), so
we have anelegant record of whatthey lookedlike,
and awritten record of what they ownedin their
later years. The rich owned more clothing,
acessories and jewelry than the artists, which
comesasho surprise, even in the casesof some of
the painters who were themselvesfairly well-to-do,
such as Barert Theunisz and Pieter Lagman.
Generally, archivists have focused on the portions
of theinventoriesthat concern art works; it is
fascinating to leam about other kinds of
possessions, egecially whenwe are able to
correlate art owned with clothing worn.

Pels, who castigated Rembrandt for his
rendition of the nude, also mocked his hahit of
picking up ragged garments and considering them
valuable antiques In fact, Pels probaby
exaggerated mightily, but helped construct a
Rembrandt who soon after his death was
misunderstood in many ways. The real Rembrandt
possessed an unequaledimagination, and he did not
needto look atlush redvelvet or shimmering gold
silk in order to paint it convincingly. Rembrandt
deceivesusinto believing that he presents a
rigorously observedreality, whether it is the nudes
of mythology or the resdents of Amsterdam.
